"This project will 
spur more investment and opportunity for 
new and current restaurants, retail, and 
recreation, and newcomers to discover our 
beautiful community on the shores of Lake 
Michigan.” 
 

The new hotel will feature 102 rooms, with balconies for rooms facing Lake Michigan. A patio 
on the ground level will include firepits and a beach bar. The fifth floor will include an event 
space and 50-seat restaurant.
